Join the UNC Charlotte Women in IT group, the UNC Charlotte chapter of Association for Computing 
Machinery - Women, and Dr. Fatma Mili, Dean of the College of Computing and Informatics, for a 
screening of the film, ​Code: Debugging the Gender Gap​, a documentary that explores the 
contributions of women in technology and the gender gap in the technology industry. Gender gaps in 
IT jobs continue to be a challenge. In 2017, 57% of U.S. professions were held by women but only

in technical roles at UNC Charlotte and students at UNC Charlotte pursuing a degree/career in 
technology.  Networking opportunities can create a pipeline to positions on campus for female 
students; therefore, actively addressing the gender gap in technical roles at UNC Charlotte.
