In Remembrance of Dr. Susan Cernyak-Spatz

Dr. Susan Cernyak-Spatz passed away on November 17. She was faculty member at UNC Charlotte
for 20 years and a part of the University community for years afterwards.

Born in Vienna, Austria, Dr. Spatz spent her childhood enjoying theater, opera, and dance, as well as
the study of history and languages. The German Third Reich and the eventual outbreak of WWII
interrupted her life, sending her first to the Theresienstadt ghetto and eventually to the
Auschwitz-Birkenau death camp. She survived not only the camps, but also the horrific Death March
back to Germany as the war was ending. After liberation by the Allies and eventually reuniting with her
father, she married Bernard Fishman, an American serviceman, arriving in the United States in 1946.
She later earned her Ph.D. from the University of Kansas and in 1972 began teaching German
language and literature at UNC Charlotte until her retirement in 1992. She was instrumental in the
creation of the Holocaust Studies programs at UNC Charlotte and continued to write and lecture locally,
nationally, and internationally on the subject as recently as 2018.

Dr. Spatz was also an accomplished actress who performed in many amateur productions throughout
her life. Her memoir, Protective Custody: Prisoner 34042, was published in 2005. It has been the basis
of a documentary film and the inspiration for a theatrical production.

A memorial service was held this past weekend. In lieu of flowers, the family respectfully requests that
donations be made in her memory to The Center for Holocaust, Genocide & Human Rights Studies at
UNC Charlotte, a program she helped to establish.

In anticipation of the launch of the new School of Data Science in January 2020, the Data Science Initiative (DSI) is
sending a request for proposals. This grant opportunity provides seed funding awards for two funding cycles in 2020. The
intent is to identify and support preparation of competitive proposals focused on research and cutting edge concepts that
demonstrate follow-on potential to secure larger external grants.

Proposals must be submitted by teams comprised primarily of UNC Charlotte researchers. Candidate teams will be

multidisciplinary and draw personnel from at least two colleges, with at least one principal or co-principal researcher
holding an affiliate or joint faculty appointment within the Data Science Initiative. While collaborators external to UNC
Charlotte may be included, the focus is on supporting the formation of new research teams based at UNC Charlotte.
